Excerpt from Mentor Observation System, specific to requirements for evaluating intervention fidelity for first case study:

 The Student then,
· Develops intervention task analyses for interventions being implemented, including setting event interventions, antecedent interventions, interventions that teach functionally-equivalent replacement behaviors, and consequence interventions (both what to do to strengthen replacement behaviors and what to do when problem behaviors occur). Intervention task analyses should be routine-specific; that is, the individual’s problem behavior(s) should be listed at the top of the intervention task analysis, along with a brief description of the specific routine(s) in which the problem behaviors are occurring. 
· Removes identifying information from the intervention task analyses, and 
· Reformats the intervention task analyses into a Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist and sends the de-identified intervention task analyses (checklist)to the Mentoring Coordinator for approval.
The Mentoring Coordinator, 

· Looks over the student’s intervention task analyses (Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist) to ensure clarity and completeness; i.e., interventions must be specified across ALL intervention components—setting events. antecedents, teaching functionally equivalent replacement behaviors, and consequences for both replacement behaviors and problem behaviors), and 
· Provides written feedback to the student about approval of the Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist intervention task analyses and carbon copies the student’s instructor, via e-mail. 
If the Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist is not clear or complete, the Mentoring Coordinator gives feedback to the student and revisions are resubmitted until the checklist is clear and complete.
The Student then,
· Conducts at least one fidelity observation him/herself, and completes at least one Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist before arranging for Mentor Observation of Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Assessment,
· Schedules an observation time with his/her case study individual (and caregiver) to observe intervention implementation, and
· Contacts the Mentoring Coordinator to schedule the KIPBS Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Mentor Observation (onsite), providing the observation meeting’s date, time, location, and contact telephone number for that day.
The Mentoring Coordinator, 

· Contacts the Mentoring Specialists to determine who will conduct the student observation, and
· Sends a confirmation e-mail to the student, the student’s instructor, and the Mentoring Specialist regarding who will conduct the observation. 
The Student, 

· Re-inserts identifying information into the approved Fidelity Intervention Implementation Checklist, and 
· Brings a blank copy for him/herself and one for the Mentoring Specialist, to the observation meeting.
· Brings copy of previously-completed Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist to the observation meeting to review and discuss with Mentoring Specialist
The Mentoring Specialist, 

· Attends the student’s fidelity of Intervention Implementation Mentor Observation meeting,
· Observes the caregiver implementing interventions with the case study individual and conducts the KIPBS Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Mentor Observation (doc) onsite along with the student, who also completes his/her own copy of the Fidelity Intervention Implementation Checklist. The Mentor Observation form delineates performance criteria for student behavior during the Intervention Implementation meeting. 
· Provides onsite feedback to the student regarding the fidelity assessment observation,
· Reviews previously-completed Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist(s), and
· Provides written feedback about the observation to the student’s instructor and the Mentoring Coordinator via e-mail, and carbon copies the student.
If the student does not meet criteria on all the items observed, the student is responsible for contacting the Mentoring Coordinator to arrange for additional mentoring support, and re-scheduling of the observation (observations will be conducted until criteria are met).
The Student, 
· Continues to work with the case study, 
· Conducts at least one additional fidelity observation him/herself, and completes at least one additional Fidelity of Intervention Implementation Checklist
· Continues to gather treatment data and graph them, 
· Assesses intervention implementation effects using these data, and revises/modifies the interventions, as indicated by fidelity observation(s) and treatment data
· Shares fidelity data and treatment graph(s) with his/her instructor to obtain feedback.
