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Eligibility
Individuals under the age of 21 with Title 19 Medicaid and KanBeHealthy Eligible and:
1. Developmental Disability and problem behavior OR
2. Typically developing with significant problem behavior impacting their life
Is the child eligible for Kan-Be Healthy PC-PBS Services?
The Kan-Be-Healthy criterion is that the child be under the age of 21 and has a medical card.  Facilitators can call electronic Data Systems (EDS) at 1-800-933-6593 to see if a child is eligible.  There is also a Customer Service representative available to answer questions at 800-766-9012. What is expected of the family during the Positive Behavior Support process?
· To be available for meetings and observation on a regular basis (i.e. at least once per week)
· Provide information and allow access to information for treatment purposes
· Participation of family and team is essential for this process to be effective (i.e. develop intervention plan and implement interventions)
· Ongoing data collection taken by the family and home team throughout the year
· To modify interactions with the child and make environmental changes as needed
· Most of the changes will be to the environment, people, settings, etc.
